St. Matthias has opted out of basketball in January for Grades 5-8.  Please read carefully. 

The City of Milwaukee’s latest order, 4.2, calls for any school wishing to participate in basketball to do the 
following: 

o Have a plan approved by the Milwaukee Health Department 

o Assign a COVID 19 Coordinator  

o Test players every three days 

o Schedule practices and games 30 minutes apart to allow for cleaning of the facility and 

bathrooms between each game/practice  

 

After discussion with St. Matthias Athletics, the decision to opt out was based on the following: 

 

o Lack of funding to provide cleaning and disinfecting  between every game and practice 

o Challenge of tracking and testing every player every three days 

o Low number of Milwaukee Schools also not opting in means low pool of competitors 

o Currently no personnel to assume the COVID 19 Coordinator Position as the liaison 

between St. Matthias and the Health Department. 

    

Thank you 5th through 8th grade parents for understanding these challenges.  We know it is especially 

disappointing for our 8th graders.
